TRAVEL INFORMATION:

1. Friday Harbor will take the ferry out of Friday Harbor to travel to Coupeville.  Make sure to make ferry reservations.

2. Friday Harbor will take the return ferry out of Anacortes to return home.

ENTRY INFORMATION:

1. Each participating school will be allowed two singles and two doubles

    entries.

2. The top 2 singles and top 2 doubles teams determined by this tournament will qualify for the Tri-District Tournament to be held later in May. 

TOURNAMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. The tournament format is modified single elimination.

2. USTA Rules will govern the tournament unless otherwise stated.

3. In all matches will be 3rd deuce no ad.

4. Matches will be the best two out of three sets.  Play is continuous, but coaching is allowed between each set.  During play, coaching by other players, spectators and coaches is strictly prohibited.  After the second set either player may request a rest that shall not exceed ten minutes.

5. The foot fault rule is to be observed.  In the event of an infraction of the rule, the tournament manager shall be contacted.  

6. A player must be ready to play at the designated time.  Failure to report on time may result in a forfeit per USTA rules.

7. Players will call their own matches.

8. A maximum of ten minutes will be allowed for warm-up before matches.

9. Each participant will be allowed a maximum of 30 minutes between matches.

10. Contestants not exhibiting good sportsmanship will be penalized by the tournament director in accordance with USTA Code Violation rules.  

11. Poor sportsmanship may result in forfeiture of the match.

12. When a set is 6 games all, the set will be resolved by the 12-point tie-breaker system. 

13. Winners are required to report their score to the scorer's table at the completion of each match.  They must also return the game balls to the table.

14. Possible matches for determination of “true” 2nd place, if needed, will try to be played the same day, but, may be one or two days after the tournament.

POSTPONEMENT:

1. As many matches as possible will be played on the day of the tournament. In the event of postponement after the tournament has started, the tournament will continue from the exact point it was postponed at the soonest possible time.  

2. The tournament director will record all matches in progress at the time of postponement.  All matches played prior to the postponement shall be recorded and counted in the tournament.

AWARDS:

1. No awards will be given at this competition. The League Championship is determined by the regular season duals. 

SEEDING:

1. Seeding will be finalized among the coaches on the day of the tournament.
