Team Championship

The team champion will be determined on Tuesday May 14th. The low five scores from teams that qualify a minimum of 5 players will be added and the Team Championship will be awarded to the Wesco team with the lowest total. In the event of a tie there will be a sudden death playoff using the 5 counted Players. The Tournament Director will appoint a tournament Official to accompany the playoff contestants.

Individual Championship

The Individual Championship will be determined over two days. In the Event of a Tie there will be a sudden death Playoff. Additional Holes will be played until the tie is broken.  The Tournament Director will appoint an Official to accompany the playoff contestants. The top 12 place finishers will advance to the State Tournament. If there is a tie for the last state berth a sudden death playoff will be used to award the spot.  The 13th and 14th place finishers will serve as alternates.

Coaches Meeting:

All coaches or a representative from each school must attend the coaches meeting prior to the start of both rounds.

Starting Times:
The Tournament Director will make up the Pairings for Day 1. No two players from the same school may play in the same pairing.  All tournament players will check in at the registration table 15 minutes prior to their assigned starting time.

Coach/Faculty Representative:

The golf coach or faculty representative must accompany all participating golfers to the District Tournament. These coaches or representatives must stay on site until their team or individuals have completed play.  Coaches will not be allowed to play at the tournament site on the day of the tournament.

Rules Chairman:
The Rules Chairman will be Steve Stensland, PGA Professional at Kayak Point Golf Course. 

Rules:

1. Coaches may coach their players only between holes.
2 .USGA rules will govern play except in cases of local rule changes.
3. The Girls 4A District tournament will be governed by the Rules Chairman. 
4. Coaches are required to help the contestants in the score posting and attesting areas.

5. Players are responsible for their score and are responsible for being a scorer for one 

    other player in their group. No score cards will be accepted without the signatures of 

    the player and scorer.

6. Players must report to the scoring area immediately at the conclusion of their round.

7. Slow Play rules will be enforced. Play ready golf. Players must keep up with the
    pairing ahead of them.

8. All participants will play from the yellow tees.

9. To help with slow play we will be playing all the tree areas of the golf course as a

    Lateral Hazard. The players can take two club lengths from point of entry and add a

    one stroke penalty. Coaches please explain this rule to your players. It will help save

    time with respect to lost balls and playing provisional balls.

WIAA Rules:

WIAA conduct rules will be enforced.

Practice:

Practice will be limited to the Driving range and practice putting and chipping areas. Play of the course between rounds is prohibited.

Golf Attire:
All contestants should be clothed in proper golf attire.

Gallery Rules:

1. Galleries will be allowed at the District Tournament.
2. Gallery members are required to dress according to course standards.

3. Galleries are required to stay off fairways.

4. Gallery members may help look for lost balls.

5. Gallery members are not allowed to interact or coach players. 
6. The use of tobacco and alcohol products is prohibited at all WIAA events.

7. Spectators should not cause any loud or distracting noises. Please do not interfere with the players. Turn cell phones off or make sure that they are on vibrate or muted.

8. Do not touch players equipment.

9. Use of golf carts will be controlled by staff at Kayak Point.

10. Gallery members who do not follow the rules may be asked to leave the course.
