L.  FACILITIES
1.    TRANSPORTATION DIRECTIONS FOR SQUALICUM HIGH SCHOOL

School Vans/buses will be directed to park in the “lower” parking lot, adjacent to the football field. Spectators will be directed to park in the “upper” parking lot at the front of Squalicum High School.
