I.       ROSTERS

Each school will be allowed a maximum of 26 people (18 players in uniform) on the pass list for admittance to the field.  This number is to include:  Players, coaches, managers, bus driver, scorekeeper and faculty supervisors.
II. TOURNAMENT INFORMATION
A.
The home team (bottom of bracket) for Games 1 – 4 will be the higher seed.  While the home team for Games 5 - 12 will be determined by a coin flip with the head coaches immediately following the previous game. The home team will be in the third base dugout.
B.
Dressing facilities and batting cages will NOT be available.  Teams are to come dressed.
C.
Each team will have 10 minutes for infield/outfield.  The home team will take the field approximately 25 minutes before game time.  The visitors will have the field 15 minutes before game time.  The field will be cleared for the umpires/managers meeting 5 minutes prior to the game. 

D.
Game balls (Baden 3B-PPro-00) will be provided by the tournament manager.  Teams must furnish their own warm-up balls.  Teams should also bring extra game balls to use in emergency cases.  Please assign players to help retrieve all foul balls.
E.
The official scorekeeper will be provided by the home team.

F.
The 2016 WIAA Baseball State Guidelines will be followed.

G.
The state speed-up rule for tournaments will be used.  This includes courtesy runner rules 
for the pitcher and catcher.
H.
WIAA Tournament rules will apply regarding sportsmanship, signs/banners, noisemakers, 


confetti and admission.
I.
Game length:  All games are seven (7) innings and must be played to completion.  Any game ending in a tie after (7) innings, will continue until a winner is determined.  In case of a game being called after it has begun due to inclement weather, five (5) innings will constitute a 
complete game.  Under WIAA Baseball Regulations, (51.8.0) the ten run rule for ending games "applies during all regular season and postseason games except for the regional, semifinal and final rounds."  This included all Bi-District games.  
J.
Each team should bring their own towels, in case of rainy conditions.
K.
Supervision – Each participating school should provide one administrator/designee for crowd control.  Upon arrival, they should introduce themselves to the tournament manager.

V. RAINOUT PROCEDURE

In case of rainouts or rain delays, the host site manager will notify schools.  Games will be moved to the next available day.  Should weather make games unplayable on Saturday, May 7th , remaining Bi-District games will move to Monday, May 9th.  Should those games be unplayable due to weather, remaining games will move to Tuesday, May 10th, and so on.  If weather does not allow games on 
Saturday May 14th, the remaining Bi-District games will move to Monday, May 16th.  Should those games be unplayable due to weather, the remaining games will move to Tuesday, May 17th.  If weather does not allow games on May 17th, Bi-District seeding will determine placement into the Regional tournament.
