Federal Way Girls Tennis 2020 Guidelines and Expectations
General Expectations
· Be a student first
· Your studies are more important than sport. If you are struggling with your workload or otherwise concerned about your grades or eligibility, talk to Coach Drewry immediately and the team will work to support you.
· Respect the etiquette of the sport
· No yelling, no racquet throwing. Shake hands, make honest calls, and remain silent while observing match play. Expect the same from others.
· Be a leader

· Every individual is expected to support their teammates, both on and off the court. Set an example that you and those around you can be proud of.

· Maintain a positive attitude
· Give every point 100%

· Have FUN!!!


Practice Expectations
· Practice take place every day after school with the exception of match days.  
All players are expected to be present and on time.
All practices will be held at the Federal Way High School Upper Courts unless otherwise notified.
Monday through Friday – JV – 2:30-4:00
         Upper JV/Varsity – 3:30-5:30
Saturday Practice – 7:30-9:30am
· If you are going to miss practice, you need to let Coach Drewry know in advance when possible.  If you do not, you will not be placed on the roster for the following match. 
· Come prepared to play every day.  This means weather appropriate attire, shoes, racquets, and water bottles.  It is also recommended that you carry a bottle of sunblock in your bag.  If you are unprepared, you will not be allowed to participate in team practice. Your safety is our primary concern.
· Students must attend a half day of school and be in compliance with the school tardy policy to participate.

Ladder and Challenge System

· Position for the season’s roster will be decided entirely by a challenge system. Their will be no subjectivity on the part of the coach in deciding the final lineup.  

· Initial placement will be determined by a bracketed round-robin tournament in the  first and second weeks of practice. Scoring will use mini set – First to 4 by 2.
· After the initial roster is set, challenge matches will be allowed to shift place through the ladder.  

· Challenge matches will be played with scoring allowed by time
· The number of challenge matches a player may play are not limited, but you may only challenge the same person once per week.

· Matches are to be scheduled and played promptly.  You have a period of no more than 1 week to play a match before you are considered forfeit.
· Challenge matches will be allowed until midseason for individual position, although doubles teams and singles players may continue to challenge amongst themselves.
Match Expectations
· You must have completed 10 practices to be eligible for match competition. 
· You are representing your school, your community, and yourselves so the best behavior is expected of each of you.  Inappropriate behavior on the court will be subject to point penalty and potential loss of place in future matches.
· All players are expected to remain for the entirety of the match and support their teammates. If you have another obligation, you must notify Coach Drewry before the day of the match to receive permission.
· Parent pickup must follow district guidelines. Unless you clear it with Mr. Yellam prior to the match, you will travel with the team to and from the school.
Additional Responsibilities

· Student athletes in Federal High School programs will take part in discussions following the “Athletes as Leaders” program. This program’s purpose is to encourage healthy and respectful relationships in our community. This will take place during team practices and will likely require 15-30 minutes per week. If you have any questions or concerns regarding this curriculum, please contact Coach Drewry or the Athletic Direction, Mr. Yellam.
· Athletes will receive a reflection folder for their use during the season. All athletes will be asked to complete a reflection sheet for their records following match play. These will be used at team meetings.
Parent Support
· There will be a Parent Night at Federal Way High School at 6pm on Thursday, March 12th at 6pm.  All families are strongly encouraged to attend.

· We will be fundraising during the season, so please help us support our student athletes!
