Soccer Procedures at Renton Memorial Stadium

1. Please post a roster on your team page on Seamountathletics.com via the online roster system prior to your first match at the stadium.  If this roster changes, please post the updated roster and email me.  This is given to our ticket people so that they can verify that a player is truly on the team if they are late for some reason.  All visiting players not on the varsity roster must pay admission.  All coaches should have identification indicating that they are a coach (or a Seamount League Pass).  Anyone not on the roster, entering with the team, or in possession of a Seamount League Pass will be asked to pay admission!  This includes coaches’ family members.  If a coach wants family members allowed in for free then they can give them their Seamount League Pass.  This will get the cardholder plus one in for free.  Those with Seamount League passes that don’t enter with the team will be asked to show ID and sign in.  Please inform cardholders of this!  Ticket booths will open 30 minutes before kick-off of the first match.  PLEASE INFORM YOUR FANS OF THIS!
2. The only acceptable drink on the stadium turf/track is WATER.  No Gatorade, PowerAides, etc. as the sugar base of all these drinks will damage the turf.  Athletes are also asked not to use any kind of greasy rubs (i.e. Ben Gay) as this can stain the turf.  Also, NO GUM OR SUNFLOWER SEEDS PLEASE!
3. Home team shall wear white or light jerseys and socks and the opposing team shall wear dark jerseys and socks.
4. Both team benches will be located on the North side of the field.  The Home Team bench will be located east of midfield, and the Visiting Team bench will be located west of midfield.  A training table will be set up between the benches.  Home team will warm up on the east end of the field.  Visiting team will warm up on the west end of the field.
5. Coaches need to supervise their athletes.  Coaches are responsible for the security of the locker rooms and field equipment; any damage sustained to the locker rooms or equipment during a soccer game will be billed to your school.  If you are the first game of a double header, you need to get all equipment out of the locker room at halftime.  Teams participating in the second game of the doubleheader will be allowed to enter their locker room after halftime of the first game.  They will also be allowed to do a no ball warm-up in the “D” area (behind the goals) during the first game.
6. The only people allowed in uniform along the sidelines during a soccer match are eligible players.    Any player that is not eligible to play may be on the sideline, but cannot be in uniform.  Athletes that are serving a suspension because of an ejection cannot be on the stadium grounds!  Trainers, statisticians, and coaches are also allowed on the sideline.
7. The north stands are closed.  No one is allowed in the north stands during a soccer match.  Please inform your coaches and non-eligible players of this.
8. When an athletic trainer is on site they are the designated medical authority so if they say that an injured player cannot go back into the game you must follow their directive…NO EXCEPTIONS!

9. For 5:30PM matches the stadium will be open at 4:45.  However, locker rooms/field may not be available until 5PM.  For 6PM matches the stadium will be open at 5PM.  However, locker rooms/field may not be available until 5:15PM.   A restroom will be available if someone needs to change.  Covered warm-up areas for stretching/pre-game meetings are also available (home team- in front of concession stand, visiting team- in front of custodian’s shop area).   Please plan accordingly.
10. Before the game the clock will run down and starting lineups will be announce right away.   Teams should not go back into the locker room.

11. Starting line ups will be announced IF rosters are provided.  Teams are to be on their respective sidelines 5 minutes prior to game time.  Starters will be announced and they are to run out on their 40 yard mark (home team west 40, visiting team east 40).  Once all starters have been announced, non-starters/coaches can join the starters on the 40.  Players/coaches should then go to the 50 yard mark and shake hands with the player or coach lined up across from them. 

12. Halftime is 10 minutes long from start to finish.  If teams aren’t out of the locker room play will start without them.

13. After the game, teams are to shake hands.  However coaches can elect to have some players remain on the sidelines at their discretion.

14. Entrance Procedures:

Visiting team busses should proceed to the southwest rolling gate (gate furthest from the road) when they arrive.  This is the gate just past the main ticket booth gate if you are travelling west.  Our Game Manager will open that gate and the team members should exit the bus outside that gate and proceed to the visiting locker room/field via the west tunnel accompanied by their coaches.  Coaches will be asked who their schools supervisor is for the night.  If they don’t know or their school doesn’t have one, one of the coaches will need to give their name as the designated supervisor.  Home teams should wait outside the ticket gate.  They will be allowed to enter once all team members are on site and the coach is ready to enter with them.  If the field is occupied teams can go to the rubber area at the end of the field (“D” area) to stretch/warm up until the field is available, however no soccer balls can be taken out.   

15. Exiting Procedures:

Visiting busses must return to the southwest rolling gate and face west so that the door is facing the gate.  The visiting team must leave the field area via the west tunnel.  If they need to access their locker room they can do so via this tunnel.  They must exit the field/locker room area via this tunnel and proceed to their bus accompanied by their coaches to their bus at the southwest rolling gate. 
RSD teams must exit the stadium as a group with their coach via either the southeast rolling gate or ticket booth gate.  Students must enter their private vehicles immediately.  Players/teams will not be allowed to loiter in the parking lot after matches! 

16. There will be a small “buffer” set up in the midfield area of the stands to keep home and visiting fans separated.  PLEASE INFORM YOUR FANS OF THIS.
17. Fans, coaches, and participants are reminded that you are representing your school during contests.  We ask you to behave in a manner that models good sportsmanship, and realize that the officials are doing the best that they can to enforce the rules of the sport.  We believe if we all join together to achieve the goals for fan behavior and positive enthusiasm, we will be able to help teach a valuable lesson to the young people participating in the event.  

Those exhibiting poor sportsmanship are subject to removal from the stadium along with additional consequences.  Please remind coaches, players, and fans that “sportsmanship is up to you”!
