Parent Code of Conduct

1) I will encourage good sporting-like behavior.

2) I will act as a positive role model by showing positive support for ALL players, coaches and game officials.

3) I will teach my player to play within the spirit, written rules and laws of the game.

4) I will support coaches and game officials who spend valuable time with my player.

5) I will learn the rules of the game.

6) I will never ridicule or yell at my player or other participants for making a mistake or losing a competition.

7) I will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire I may have for my player to participate in a competition.

8) I will respect the officials and their authority during games and will not question, discuss, or confront coaches at the game, and will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

9) I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.  
10)  I will respect my players’ teammates and fellow parents.

11)  Families are expected to pay, either home or away, to enter contests unless prior    arrangements have been made in advance with the athletic office.

12)  I will encourage my daughter to direct questions to the coach (es) regarding playing time, and ways to improve.  

13)  I understand that arriving late to pick up by player from games or practices may   result in her losing playing time, suspension from team, or even dismissal if it becomes a chronic problem.
