A. Unacceptable game, bench, locker room, bus, floor conduct and consequences:

1. May result in player being benched for the remainder of the game, game (s) suspension or dismal from team.

2. Behavioral Technical fouls may result in a player being benched for the entire game, game suspension (s), or dismal from team.

3. Non-behavioral technical fouls may result in a short-term removal from the game, game suspension (s) or dismal from team.

4. Improper bench, bus, locker room, or floor conduct by being negative, un-coachable, disrespectful or not supporting teammates, may result in a short-term or long-term removal from the game, game suspension (s), or dismal from team depending on the severity of the conduct.

B. Game day attire:

1. Away games:  specific attire will be defined for each away game.

2. Home games:  dress slacks, skirts, dresses, and appropriate dress shirt.  On some occasions this attire may change. 
3. Players are expected to have team warm-ups and worn when directed to.
4. All players will have team mandated socks.

C. Bus travel

1. Players are expected to ride on the team bus to develop camaraderie between the players.  Under special circumstances, a parent may request to take an athlete to an away game, with the coaches’ permission and must be signed out.

2. Poor conduct on the bus may result in discipline, up to and including removal from the team, depending on the severity of the violation.  

3. Players are expected to be at school a minimum of 15 minutes prior to planned bus departure time.

Discipline for being late is as follows, unless approved by a coach: 

a. First tardy-benched for one quarter

b. Second tardy-one game suspension

c. Third tardy-two game suspension and mandatory meeting with coaching staff

d. Fourth tardy-removal from the team

D. Vacations

1. Players are expected to practice during Thanksgiving and Christmas Vacation.  Only excuses that will be accepted:

a. Religious commitments

b. Job related (with note from employer specifying hours)

*I understand that players and families will schedule family trips over breaks.  Please understand that while you may be gone, other players are still at practice working hard.  It is very possible that you may lose your place in the game rotation and minutes will be lost.
