Once at the Field
1. Teams will be permitted on the field at 11:20AM. Even if the field is empty, please wait at your bench area until that time.  Locker rooms will be provided for both teams as needed around 11:05AM.

2. Bulldog Stadium will open at 11:30AM for spectators.  Mount Vernon High School staff will be the gate workers for this event.

Field Layout

1. Team benches will be on east side of the stadium.  Friday Harbor will be on the south end of the field, closest to scoreboard and warm-up on that end.  Mount Vernon Christian will be on the north end of the field and will warm up on that end.

2. Only authorized coaches and team members will be permitted on the playing field.

3. No sunflower seeds or items like that on the field, please.  Sports drinks and water are permitted.

4. Please assist the MVHS staff by cleaning up your team area following the match as they host another match at 2:00PM and other events following that match.
Grandstand

1. Participating schools are responsible for the supervision of their students and adults. 

2. All spectators will sit in the main grandstand.  No seating will be permitted on the east side of the field near the teams.

3. Signs, decorations and noisemakers fall under Stadium guidelines.  These would include:

a. Signs other than the school banner are not permitted.

b. Synthetic noisemakers are not permitted including cowbells.  Band instruments are not to be used as noisemakers.

4. Smoking, alcohol or drug use is not permitted on Mount Vernon Schools property.  Offenders will be subject to arrest and prosecution.

5. Concessions may be available depending on the service club at MVHS that decides to work the booth.

Uniforms

Friday Harbor will wear dark jerseys and socks as the “visiting” team.  Mount Vernon Christian will wear white jerseys and socks as the “home” team.  This is determined by the Tri-District Tournament bracket.

The Match
1. Prior to the match, player introductions will be held.  

a. Five minutes prior to the start of the match, teams are to line up on their sideline and proceed to the center of the field for announcements.

b. The announcer will announce the visiting team and coaches first, the home team and coaches second.

c. Teams should remain standing on the field for the National Anthem.

2. The match will consist of two, 40-minute halves.  Overtime will consist of two, five-minute halves, but will not continue if either team scores a “golden goal”.  If the two teams are tied following regulation and overtime play, a five person shootout for each team will occur.  If the teams are still tied after the initial shootout, five new players will be selected and shots will be taken from the mark.  The first team to hold an advantage following an equal number of attempts (five and beyond) will be declared the winner.

Travel Directions:

Directions Heading North on I-5 to the Stadium: 

From the Anacortes Ferry Terminal: 
a. Travel from ferry terminal to Commercial Avenue in Anacortes
b. Turn right onto Commercial Avenue

c. Take traffic circle and get onto WA-20 Spur East

d. Take slight Right onto WA-536 E (Memorial Highway toward Mount Vernon)

e. Stay on this road through West Mount Vernon, over bridge, through stoplight and come to stoplight by County Buildings. 

f. Turn left, go over railroad tracks and go up Lincoln Hill on Kincaid/Broad.

g. Go past Lincoln School.  Although you can turn earlier, it is advised with the bus to go to 15th Street and the stop sign.  Turn left at the stop sign.  
h. Go north on 15th (Hospital will be on your left) until the stop sign at Division Street.  Turn left.

i. You will travel about three blocks and see the signboard and driveway entrance to Mount Vernon High School’s Stadium.  Turn Right into driveway. Proceed forward to the field.
