Official school banners and handheld signs that are positive and directed at the school’s team are 

permitted. Halftime crash banners are not allowed.

BUS PARKING 

 

Players, coaches, and team personnel will park their bus in the Federal Way Stadium Parking lot

managers, team physician and trainers.  All other persons without sideline authorization from 

game manager will be escorted to grandstand. 

 

NO SEEDS OR FOOD OF ANY KIND ON TURF. SPORT DRINKS MUST BE KEPT ON 

THE TRACK, WATER ONLY IS ALLOWED ON THE PLAYING FIELD.  SCHOOLS 

VIOLATING THIS RULE WILL BE BILLED FOR CLEANUP COSTS.
